A 50 mm wide,
black ratchet strap is included to secure the cabinets onto the VT. The SRX915S VT CVR, a reinforced protective cover, is available and
supplied separately. A caster kit and single cabinet cover is available for individual SRX915S transportation (ACK1, SRX915S CVR). For
more information about the Vertical Transporter and use cases, refer to the SRX900 Rigging Manual.
